Trinity

Solid start, but horns not quite accurate from A. Building nicely to E. Quite a strong opening item and well done, percussion.

The pioneers

Good style and tempo in opening section. Also well balanced. 7/8 has pleasing feel. Good antiphonal effects from 58. Good sections from 81. 100 – you loose some of the exhuberance here. Better from 118, with some real drive, led by good basses and percussion. Good performance.

Martyn

A nice band sound – but I would enjoy a slightly stronger bass line. Solo horn does well. B lovely feeling of repose in trombones. Lovely ending. (I’m sure that Wilfred would have enjoyed this.)

The Lord’s command

A fine sound and dynamics well judged. Good bass soloist. Much detail heard with everything in place. Rhythms not quite right from C. Super soprano before E. Delightful work by all from E. Less convincing before G, but lovely style then in solo cornet could be more expressive? Good trombones from H. Soprano sharp after I, but good closing sections.

Trinity

Good style and sound (flugel + horns). C – Percussion can go down more here. E and before – trombones can come out more. F – crescendo poco a poco can have more effect. Ending chords can be sustained more in middle of the band.

The pioneers

Bright and convinced opening. 25 – diminuendo could have more effects (2 last notes are pushed). 78 – Good movement but could be more delicate (bit heavy sometimes). 87 – Good control. 118 – Not exact and steady. 126 – Theme could flow more (cantabile). 154 – Bit bold (band mp). 207 – Chords should be sustained (basses, bass trombone, baritones). Good control of technique.

Martyn

Good intention and style. Cornets are slightly dominant. B – nice theme but cornets should sound more subtile and ‘flexible’. Bit hesitation, ending. You had a good character in the piece.

The Lord’s command

Good sound in introduction. Meno mosso could calm down more. B – some details get lost (technically). C and D – not steady in rhythm and technique. E – fine horns. Be careful that the figurations get more important than the theme. G – not together. Nice solo. H – Chords not in tune. I – mid balance (low cornets, horns, trombones could give more). L – Bit fragmentaric. Try to get theme more sustained. You loose some tension towards the end.
